Huaxia Edison Chinese School Parent’s Duties

The Huaxia Chinese School is our own school. The Chinese School has gone a long
way to reach today’s achievements, which is largely attributable to the support and
cooperation of all the parents. Parents should continue to care about the School,
protect the School, and conduct every activity for the best interest of the School in
order to assist School Administration and Parent Council to together make the School
even better.

All parents shall comply with the duty arrangement by the Parent Council, and carefully
fulfill the duty assignment. If needing any adjustment, including rescheduling, due to
any difficulty, should discuss with the Parent Council in advance.

Make every effort to complete the course selection and registration before school
semester starts, and pay all fees due on time. Do not delay or owe payments, but
assist the School to get its job done.

Pay attention to the learning progress of own children, and positively guide own child’s
interest in learning Chinese. Frequently communicate with teachers, and encourage,
help and advise own children to learn Chinese.

Advise and help own child to comply with the student’s code of conduct. Use actions to
set examples for the children, and assist the School to implement its rules and
regulations.

Obey the placement and classroom arrangements by the School. If having any
suggestions or request, discuss with School Administration. Must not enter classrooms
on your own or argue with teacher.

During class, parents may not enter the classroom without a teacher’'s permission,
may not crowd around the classroom entrances or make loud noises in the hallway, so
as to avoid disturbing teacher’s lecture in the class.
